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	Functional neuroimaging has achieved new insights into the neurobiological and neuroanatomical mecahnisms of post-stroke recovery and neurorehabilitation. Findings from studies of sensory and motor recovery will be presented in relation to: functional brain networks involved; the relationship between sites of brain activation, impairment severity and recovery over time; prediction of recovery and selection of individuals for rehabilitation; and modulation of brain activation by experience and specific rehabilitation. The significance and application of these findings will be discussed as will potential limitations of studies of brain activation. Recommendations for investigations in the field will be made.
