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	Predicting an individual's potential for recovery of motor function following stroke is difficult.  Techniques such as functional MRI, diffusion tensor imaging (DTI), and transcranial magnetic stimulation, can provide information regarding the anatomical and functional status of the motor system.  The strengths and limitations of each of these techniques will be discussed. Recent work indicates that the combination of imaging and stimulation techniques may provide more information than each of the techniques alone.  The potential application of MRI, DTI and transcranial magnetic stimulation in the prediction of recovery, and the targeted selection of therapeutic intervention for the individual patient, will be discussed.
